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Introduction

Early in 2001, Ms. Wakako Higuchi donated twenty-eight copies of the
documentation of World War II on Guam and the Marianas, which she collected in Japan
on behalf of the Richard Flores Taitano Micronesian Area Research Center.

All documents are written in Japanese, except one. They consist of vivid stories
of the Japanese veterans during WWIL The archival project was under the direction of
the RFT MARC Director, Dr. Hiro Kurashina and Professors William Wuerch and
Magdalena Taitano. Research Assistant Risa Tagai processed and partial translated the
documents, and compiled a database for access to the information as one of the RFT
MARC collections.

There are copies of the documents, which were also donated by Ms. Higuchi.
The second copies are to be used by researchers, while the first copies are to be placed in
archival storage.

The project has taken two months to complete. The directors of the Archival
